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Fundamental knowledge of inscriptions; ancient manuscripts, scripts,
orthographic systems and the language used in record - keeping from ancient
civilizations to the present; application of knowledge in epigraphy and ancient

manuscripts studies in the development of activities or creative works.
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Basic principles of finance and investment; financial markets and financial
instruments such as stocks, bonds, derivatives, and mutual funds; time value of

money and interest rates; risk management; basic investment portfolio; case

studies; current trends in financial instrument and investment.
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Urban farming for food security and self-sufficiency: cultivation in limited
spaces, future foods, food waste reduction, circular economy, self-sufficient food

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The relationships between terrestrial animals and the environment: the
living of terrestrial animals, home range and territory, food, migration, population
distribution, behavior and interaction of terrestrial animals in the ecological
